All students eligible to write a supplemental examination* from the winter (March) examination session must go 
to the CGA website to complete the online SUPPLEMENTAL EXAMINATION APPLICATION by Tuesday, May 18, 2010. 
The online supplemental application is available on the CGA website under Education Centre/Online Services or 
Examination Information once you have logged into MyCGA web services. Term assessment marks will not be carried 
forward for supplemental examinations. The final course mark will be based 100% on the examination. Your 
supplemental examination must be written at either the June or September (if exam is available) 2010 examination 
sessions. In some cases, if the exam is not offered in June or September, then you may choose to write it at the next 
available examination session** as indicated on the supplemental application. Please refer to pages 58-59 in the 
online Student Services handbook for additional information. 
 
DEFERRED EXAMINATIONS 
 
Students choosing to defer their spring 2010 sessional examination must go to the CGA website to complete 
the online DEFERRAL EXAMINATION APPLICATION by Monday, May 31, 2010. The online deferral application is 
available on the CGA website under Education Centre/Online Services or Examination Information once you have logged 
into MyCGA web services. Term assessment marks will not be carried forward for deferred examinations. The final 
course mark will be based 100% on the examination. Your deferred examination must be written at the September or 
December** (where available) 2010 examination sessions. In some cases, if the exam is not offered in September or 
December**, then you may choose to write it at the next available examination session** as indicated on the deferral
